11 Anyone who has been close to death because of a serious injury or illness, knows the importance of the ambulance

1 Ambulance crews are trained to give il types of emergency medical treatment, such as:
11 e Defibrillation (re-starting a heart that has stopped beating);
11 @Keeping broken bones in a fixed position so that the injury does not get worse;
1 #Giving oxygen or painkilling drugs.

1 Some ambulance crews also do jobs which are not urgent, for example: taking elderly or disabled people to hospital
These jobs always have a lower priority than emergencies.

11 In many places there are fast response cars or motorbikes so paramedics can reach the casualty much quicker than an
ambulance and start treatment before it arrives. Some areas have a Cycle Response Unit, where paramedics go to the,
emergencies on a bicycle.

1 An air ambulance - a helicopter - may be available to take people to hospital quickly. These are used in remote places
like mountains and moors, or in towns and cities f it would take too long to get the patient to hospital in an ordinary
ambulance.

1 Always remember: phoning the ambulance service, when it is not truly needed, wastes time that they could use to save a life.

11 Each year, the Electoral Registration Office sends a letter to every UK address. This is to find out who in
that household may be eligible to be on the register for the next 12 months.

1 It includes a form, showing who was registered there the previous year. It asks you to confirm that nothing
has changed, or to give details of changes, such as people moving in or out

1 You can do this in several ways, such as by phone or text, or by completing and mailing the form. There is.
also a local authority internet address i the letter, 5o you can do it online.

11 By law, you must act in response to the letter, and give correct information. If you throw it away or return it
with false information, you risk the penalty of a fine.

11 Everyone at that address who is eligible to register, will then get their own personal registration form to fil in and send back. The electoral
register can then be updated.

11 When registering, you can also choose whether or not to be on the open register. This is a version which people such as researchers and
marketing companies, can view or buy.
